THE EPISCOPAL URBAN CAUCUS
YOUTH ASSEMBLY COMMUNITY CONVENANT
(Responsibilities and Regulations)

Our primary goal is to provide a safe, healthy, Christian environment for all participants.
Therefore if you cannot stay for the entire Assembly, you are advised not to come
without special permission. This covenant applies to all participants — youth and adult
chaperones/advisors.

Personal responsibilities:
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To seek and to serve Christ in all people.

To respect the dignity of every human being and to work together as a community
for the benefit of the group.

There will be no alcohol, illegal drugs, knives (this includes pocket and
jackknives) or weapons brought on the premises for any reason. Possession of
sexually explicit material is prohibited. In addition inappropriate, offensive, or
sexually explicit communications is prohibited. Inappropriate contact, conduct
and inappropriate behavior will not be tolerated.

Smoking or using other tobacco products is prohibited in all buildings, meeting
rooms and sleeping areas.

No pets/animals are allowed except trained service dogs.

Participants must respect personal and public property. Repair costs for damages
incurred to property will be billed to the individual responsible for the damage.
Participants are asked to refrain from making noise in the common areas and
sleeping rooms during specifically named times with a named curfew.

To protect the safety of all participants at the Urban Caucus Assembly, no
socialization between boys and girls is allowed in the participants’ sleeping areas
or rooms.

Adult chaperones/advisors and group leaders are responsible for enforcing the
rules as stated.

Violators of this Covenant may be asked to leave and/or sent home. Each
participant is expected to follow these rules without exception.
